
Since the weather has been getting nice we have been in “Classic Car Mode” at Overbeck Auto 
Services. I have a number of good clients who trust me to service and repair their classics year in and year out. 
This is kind of a niche business for us, people trust us with their “babies” because they know we treat them 
well and I know how to work on them! I cut my teeth working on the classics of the 50’s, 60’s and 70’s so I 
am familiar with how to service and repair some of the unique things found these older vehicles. We do 
everything from carburetor rebuilds and tuning to vacuum operated windshield washer pumps. Every car is 
given the “White Glove Treatment” , we keep them indoors as much as possible, only test driven as needed by 
myself or one of my master certified techs – NO JOY RIDES. All cars are returned to the customer just as 
clean, or cleaner than we received them. 

We only work on one or two of these vehicles at a time so we can give each one the attention it needs. 
We have one in particular that we are working on that I thought some of you would like to see.  This is our “ 
’59 Vette Resto Rod Project ”. This car was brought to us last year after sitting in a garage for 37 years! It was 
parked in 1971!  The decision was made to restore the car to a early 60’s style Hot Rod style. The goal is a car 
that is fun to drive, safe and reliable. We wanted to do this while maintaining the classic Corvette style and 
value.  So the plans were to clean up and polish all of the existing exterior chrome and paint without doing a 
full body restoration, leaving the patina of a 50 year                The engine and drivetrain were all complete 
with the exception of the missing dual 4 bbl carburetors and intake. We were able to locate the proper intake 
and carbs and they now sit atop a completely refreshed numbers matching 283ci V8. All of the suspension and 
brakes have been restored to original 1959 specs.  We                 installing the engine within the next 
few weeks and finally put some long awaited miles under the tires of this one of a kind Corvette.
